: tions throughout our service area. The electronic monitoring and
controlling of the lift stations has already allowed us to use fewer
man hours on the weekends, and has benefitted us by identifying
short cycle times and higher than normal electrical consumption.
The two pumps at one lift station used to cycle on and off over 100
. times per day per pump. The monitoring software has allowed us

to spot this issue and a simple adjustment has allowed the cycling
to be reduced by 50 %. We expect the savings on the electric bill
e will be great.
