He 

has been communicating with the insurance company and Joe has been doing 

all the work with AECOM. 

➢ Mr. Stephens reported AECOM has done the excavation to the extent of what 

they had prepared to do, in terms of tonnage. They are still seeing values of 

2,000 PPM in the readings of the exterior border of the hole. At the hottest point 

it was between 30,000 to 40,000 PPM. They did some readings on samples 

from small excavations today and they were below detectable limits. 

➢ Mr. McIntosh stated during Tropical Storm Eta a resident reported a downed 

tree in the canal behind the property. The tree took down part of the fence. The 

resident’s insurance does not cover fallen trees. The District will remove the 

tree; however, the resident will have to repair the fence. Arbor Tree & Land 

provided a quote to remove the tree for $11,200. 

On MOTION by Mr. Sierra seconded by Mr. Okyn with all in 
favor the proposal from Arbor Tree & Land to remove a fallen 
tree at a cost of $11,200 was approved and the District 
Manager was authorized to execute the proposal.
